Press 
the ♫ melody selector button to scroll through 
the melodies. Once you hear a melody you 
prefer, do not press any button as the melody is set for that zone.

Step 5: Once the zone & melody are selected, press the Doorbell 
button once to pair. If successful, the receiver (chime unit) will 
generate two short tones. Press the ● zone selector button to 
exit the pairing mode, the system is now ready to use.
